Hemu Kalani acted like a leader when his age was only 18 years. During the British Raj, there used to be secret meetings at one of which a 'Revolutionary Command' was created to undertake some drastic revolutionary deeds for removing the shackles of slavery of 'Mother India'.
Some secret information was received by this group that a train carrying military personnel and hardware was to proceed from Rohri to Queeia, to quell political uprising in North-West Frontier province where 'Khudai Khidmatgars' under the leadership of Frontier Gandhi, popularly known as Badshan Khan had created a virtual hell for the British Empire.
Hemu Kalani called an urgent meeting of this Revolutionary Group where it was decided to remove fish plates and thereby derail this train near Sukkur. A spot was selected and a group of three undertook this job, under the Command of brave Hemu Kalani.
Unfortunately, while the three of them were engaged in removing the fish plates, with hammers and tools, the noise thus created attracted the attention of the Police guards who immediately pounced on them. In the melee that ensued, two of them managed to disappear in the darkness, but brave Hemu Kalani refused to run away and was thus caught red-handed. This lead to a search

of his house where a number of more tools, political literature and secret pamphlets were found.
He was immediately put in prison where he was mercilessly persecuted and ruthlessly tortured and repeatedly asked to reveal the names of his compatriots, which he steadfastly refused to do. More and severe torture followed, but even then this brave young man refused to utter a single word about the identity and names of his friends.
At that time Marshal Law was prevalent in Sind due to Pir Pagaro's 'Hur Move​ment'. His case was referred to a Martial Law Court at Hyderabad which after days of trial, found him guilty of treason against the British Empire and sentenced him to life imprisonment. He heard this severe sentence with a smile on his face and raised a cry of 'Bharat Mata Ki Jai' and 'Inquilab Zindabad'.
While the whole of Sindh was sad and sorry about this severe sentence on a young man in his teens, the British rejoiced. An appeal for mercy was preferred to the Martial Law Administrator Colonel Richardson by some of the most influential men of Sind like Jamshedji Mehta, Sadhu T.L. Vaswani,' Peerazada Abdul Sattar, Swami Harnamdas and Veerumal Begraj. Fortunately or unfortunately, this appeal went on the deaf cars of Martial   Law   Administrator

and the same was mercilessly turned down. On the contrary the sentence was changed to 'Death by Hanging', at Sukkur Jail. On the fateful day of hanging i.e. 21st of Jan. 1943, he was lead to the hanging ground and lo! his weight was found to have increased by 7 lbs.
In the presence of the Medical Officer, Superin​tendent of Jail, the Jailor and the Hang-Man, when asked, he expressed his 'Last Wish' that he should be born again in the holy land of India. Then he shouted his favourite slogans 'Inquilab Zindabad'. 'Bharat Mata Ki Jai' which were enthusiastically returned and reverberated by thousands of people who had anxiously assembled outside the jail. Then with a sweet smile on his face he shouted the slogans again — then he himself put the heavy black cloth over his shining face. The wooden plank was then removed under his feet — the silence of death fell on the earth and thus the brave man was declared dead!
Though Hemu Kalani was
declared dead physically but
spiritually he never died. His
name will always remain
enshrined in the hearts of men, women and children of
India! His martyrdom will be
remembered always with
pride and glow — his name
will be sung by all lovers of
Freedom, world-over. For his
bravery, courage, spirit of
sacrifice
and
true
patriotism!
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
